· Putting the playground on a busy corner seems unwise and unsafe.  The playground should be moved to a more internal location

· It makes little sense to approve and build until AFTER the area roadway systems have been improved.  Most of the traffic will be going down Baptist Rd to get to I-25.  The NEPCO Land Use Committee (LUC) is against adding more traffic to that area until improvements are complete.  
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
