January 28, 2006

Others attending included Hans Post (Woodmoor), John Ottino (Woodmoor), Rett Paul (Kings Deer), and Lenard Rioth (Anderson, Dude & Lebel).

NEPCO Board members present were Beth Courrau (President), Bob Swedenburg (Secretary), Walter Paul (Treasurer), and Dave Patton (Facilitator)).  A quorum was present.

Opening: Beth Courrau, President, opened the NEPCO meeting with welcoming remarks.  She asked everyone in attendance to introduce themselves with their names and their homeowners association.  

Secretary Report:  Bob Swedenburg asked for approval of minutes from the general membership meeting on 12 Nov 2005.  Beth requested a vote of approval, and it was so taken and approved.  These minutes, as well as past meeting minutes, are on the NEPCO website.

Treasurer Report:  Walter Paul reported that the balance to date is $3173.77.

Land Use Committee Report:  George Diestelkamp, new NEPCO LUC Chairman, was absent due to business travel, and no report was provided.

Guest Speaker:  Beth introduced Mr. Lenard Rioth, HOA attorney and Allied Professional member of NEPCO, as guest speaker to address the new Colorado law, SB-100, that affects all homeowner associations.  A summary of points made are included below:

· SB-100 became law on 1 Jan 2006

· Lenard provided a written summary of SB-100 to all the representatives in attendance; the summary described 24 items of particular interest

· Lenard discussed the following 7 items at length and answered questions:

· Public Disclosure of Information

· Accounting Records and Governance Policies

· Owner Education

· Notice of Meetings and Owner Participation

· Ballots and Proxies

· Board Conflict of Interest

· Association Records Required

· His general advice to all HOAs is to use your best efforts to comply with the new law

· He also discussed work in progress to amend SB-100 and the CCIOA act with Senator Doug Lamborne; most significant would be an exemption to many articles for “small HOAs”

· Much discussion took place on the requirement for HOA records disclosure

· Lenard said that use of an HOA web site is the manner encouraged; use of hardcopy binders is the second acceptable manner

· Responsibilities of the HOA vs. the seller or realtor etc. was discussed

· Lenard said the requirements addressing meetings (paragraphs 18, 19, and 20 in his summary paper) will probably be amended in some way

Lenard then summarized his key points on how to comply and what’s up for amendment.

Closing:  Having no new or old business to address, Beth thanked everyone for their participation at the meeting, and expressed many thanks to Lenard Rioth for his insightful analysis of SB-100 as well as his complete and knowledgeable answers to the many questions from the HOA representatives.

Next NEPCO Meeting: The next NEPCO general membership meeting is planned for Saturday, 11 March 2006, beginning at 10:00 AM at Monument Library.  The guest speaker is planned to be the Monument Town Manager to address development issues and annexation plans.  A formal announcement will be sent to all NEPCO Representatives and association presidents a few weeks prior to the meeting.
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
