NEPCO Board members present were Han Post Uiterweer (President), Ralph Nussbaum (Vice President and LUC Chairman), Bob Swedenburg (Secretary), and Bob Maixner (Treasurer).  Bob Curtis (Program Facilitator) was absent.  Since 14 HOAs were present and 13 HOAs were absent, a quorum was present.

NEPCO’s guest was Colorado House Representative Amy Stephens.

Opening:  Hans Post Uiterweer, President, opened the NEPCO meeting at 10:00 AM.  Hans welcomed all attendees and our guest speakers.  He then asked all the participants to introduce themselves and state their HOA.  

Minutes Approval:  Hans then briefly reviewed the minutes from the last general NEPCO meeting of 13 March 2010 and asked for a motion to approve.  The motion was made, seconded, and the vote of approval was unanimous.

Treasurer’s Report: Bob Maixner reported the current balance is $1963.  He stated that all financial transactions are maintained by the Treasurer, and this information is available to any NEPCO member so requesting it.  Bob also stated that NEPCO has joined and paid dues to the Monument Chamber of Commerce.

Secretary’s Report:  

Membership Status:  Bob Swedenburg stated that there has been no change in the official active membership since the last meeting, and NEPCO consists of 27 HOAs which have 6482 homes or lots in northern El Paso County.  Also, NEPCO has two business members.

Minutes Secondary Distribution: Bob reminded the attendees that the minutes may be further distributed by NEPCO Reps to individuals and parties as deemed appropriate by the representative.

Land Use Committee Report:  Ralph Nussbaum reported that NEPCO received a request for comment on a new automotive-type business at the Monument Marketplace.  NEPCO responded with no comment.

Old Business:

· Gleneagle Golf Course: Hans reported that a new proposed Development Agreement was provided on 15 April.  He also stated that NEPCO board members and others will meet with the owner of the Gleneagle Golf Course on May 17.  Comments on the new Development Agreement are due by 12 May, and the BOCC meeting on this issue is scheduled for 27 May.  Hans requested that as many HOA reps as possible attend this meeting.  Doug Jenkins of GREAT then talked about the GGC draft Development Agreement.  He described the history of the Development Agreement “condition precedent” and provided all attendees an information sheet on the situation.  He stated that Eagle Villas, GCA, and the Gleneagle Townhomes HOAs have all met with the GGC owner.  Hans then restated the concerns that NEPCO has with the draft Development Agreement, and that a letter of these concerns will be sent to the BOCC.  Bill Eckert of Sun Hills took a few minutes to provide all a brief history of Sun Hills and the Gleneagle Golf Course.

· Neighborhood Watch: Bill Carroll of the GCA is providing Neighborhood Watch coordination for NEPCO constituent HOAs, and he spoke for a few minutes on the subject.  He stated that the Neighborhood Watches in existence appear to be working well.  If any HOA wishes to start a new Neighborhood Watch, you can contact Bill who will be happy to coordinate and set up a presentation to your HOA Board.

· Medical Marijuana Store in Gleneagle: Bill Carroll of the GCA provided info on this subject.  He stated that the store owner did not apply for a permit and would have been denied anyway.  Last Thursday at a county meeting the authorities denied this store its privilege to sell.  The county has temporary rules in place regulating this, and they are on a web site for County Development Services.

· Ralph Nussbaum Appointed NEPCO VP: Hans reported that the NEPCO Board moved to appoint Ralph Nussbaum the Vice President of the Board and Chairman of the Land Use Committee.  This was in accordance with the NEPCO Bylaws since Steve Kearney had resigned.

New Business: 

Election Debate Sponsorship by NEPCO: Hans led a discussion concerning the interest of the NEPCO membership in sponsoring a political debate between the County Commissioner candidates for our District 1 as well as the El Paso Sheriff candidates.  John Heiser of Bent Tree provided a brief history of the debate that NEPCO sponsored in 2002 for the County Commissioner seat.  The primary election is August 4th.  After the discussion the meeting attendees indicated that interest was high and it was a good role for NEPCO.  Hans then asked for volunteers to support the event.  Kelly McGuire of Red Rocks Ranch HOA and Anne Stevens-Gountanis of Woodmoor volunteered to co-chair the organization committee for this event.  Hans then stated that NEPCO will indeed sponsor the debate, advertise it widely, and organize all the details.

Information Items: Hans provided the following information:

· El Paso County Sheriff Maketa in WPGCC May 20th at 6:30 pm.

· El Paso County Major Transportation Corridors Plan update.

· Member HOAs are encouraged to invite interested HOA members to NEPCO meetings

· Please share what you learn here with your Board and residents, if appropriate

Attendance at NEPCO Meetings: Hans reminded everyone that it is paramount that we have a majority of HOAs attend each bi-monthly NEPCO meeting to attain a quorum.  He reminded all that if the primary rep from the HOA is unable to attend a NEPCO meeting, any alternate approved by their HOA can attend in lieu of the primary rep.

Program – Legislative and Local Affairs Update:  

Hans introduced Amy Stephens, our Tri-Lakes area Colorado House Representative.

Representative Stephens spoke on numerous issues of interest to NEPCO constituent HOAs, and a few of her points are provided below:

· County policies on medical marijuana are being formulated

· Law enforcement is a very high priority with her

· Colorado unemployment is currently around 7.9 to 8.2 % and Grand Junction, CO, is one of the highest in the nation

· Colorado  is reducing its state budget

· She is on the State Legislature’s Business Committee; the state has many on-line internet sales providers; the governor signed a law regarding amazon.com “amazon affiliates” sales tax collections that resulted in a loss of about 1,000 jobs in one day

· She opposes the recent “HOA Ombudsman” bill because it is unnecessary and will cost the taxpayers too much

· She sponsored the recent “Small HOA” bill to reduce the burden of CCIOA on small HOAs, and the bill went through three readings before it was voted down

· She is conservative and generally opposes increased government regulation (such as the HOA Ombudsman bill)

· Colorado appears to have a philosophical debate on the value of encouraging various types of businesses in the state

· She stated she is always learning and appreciates grass roots organizations

Representative Stephens then answered questions from the attendees.

Hans then thanked our guest for her time today with NEPCO and her service to her constituents and he led a round of applause from the attendees.

Closing:  Hans thanked the HOA representatives for their attendance and participation.  Hans again thanked our guest for her time and highly informative presentation.  Hans then called for a motion to adjourn.  The motion was made, a second was provided, and a vote to adjourn was received at 11:25.
